�� Blind (both eyes), lame, in season or aggressive dogs may not enter the show. The Club 

may choose to exclude any of the above from the show site. 
�� Dogs must be registered with CPE prior to the closing date of the trial, or by the trial date 

for Day Of Show entries.  Registration forms are on the Forms page: www.k9cpe.com.  
Forms MUST be mailed to CPE and are processed 2-3 times per week.  CPE ID numbers 
are emailed to legible email addresses. Forms cannot be emailed or faxed. 

�� Dogs run without collars. 
�� Electronic shock collars are not allowed at ANY CPE trial – training or bark. 
�� Food, toys, training devices (includes fanny packs and leash attachments) are not allowed 

within 10’ feet of the ring.  Clickers, training whistles and squeaky toys are not to be used 
within distraction distance of the ring. 

�� Handlers in all classes are permitted to walk the course, without a dog, prior to the start of 
the class.  A warm-up jump shall be provided for all entered dogs.  Exhibitors may not use 
the warm-up area to relieve their dogs.
